Introduction

A simple system for mains backup. When mains power is available the loads are powered directly. If
the mains is not available, the loads are powered with the energy from the batteries. When the mains
is available again the power will be supplied directly from the mains and the batteries will be charged
again.

How long is the autonomy? (ie. how long can it run on
batteries)

The run time on batteries depends on the power consumption. If the power consumption is high like
during the day then time available will be short. During the night when power consumption is low, it
will be the other way around.

Average load|Run time
100 W 24 Hours
800 W 2.5 Hours

Note that these times are calculated to discharge the battery to 50%, which is the recommended
maximum for GEL and AGM batteries.

Notes for batteries

e We recommend using deep-cycle GEL or AGM batteries. At least 200Ah blocks.
e Cable cross section: The Multiplus 1600 comes with 35mm2 battery cables of 1.5m included. If

Optional extra 1: Simple monitoring

For simple monitoring and remote on/off switching the Digital Multi Control can be used. This is
installed using 1 RJ45 UTP network cable. The panel can be used to turn the Multi on and off, though
we advice to disable this in a software setting to prevent accidental switch-offs, and to see the
operational state, including a low battery alarm.

Put the batteries not
outside, in the shade, cooled, not under the MultiPlus, in a ventilated area etc (needs checking!
